1. To all disciples of Jesus: risk is 

required. 

▪ Sending people out is costly and very 

risky. 

▪ Taking risks for God is dangerous; but 

not risking is even more dangerous.—

John 12:25-26  

▪ 2 Corinthians 9:10-15 

2. The Kingdom of God advances 

through the risk! 

▪ 1 Samuel 17 

▪ 1 Samuel 14:1-6; 11-15 

▪ Daniel 3 

▪ Esther 4:15-16 

▪ Acts 20:22-24; 2 Corinthians 11:24-28 

Without risk the Kingdom of God does not 

advance.
