  The eating of the little scroll - The Bible is to be internalized

  The temple of God, the altar, and those that worship in it - Literal or 
Symbolic? 

● Rev 11:2 (ESV) 
  Outside the temple court and Jerusalem - True believers 

● Rev 11:3-6 (ESV) 
 Two Witnesses - The preaching of the Gospel before the final wrath and 
judgement 
  
● Rev 11:7-14 (ESV) 

  The beast - The beast will rise from the abyss 

● Rev 11:15-19 (ESV) 
  The 7th Trumpet - The beginning of the 7 bowls of judgement 

Application: 
1. God desires all to be saved 
● 2 Peter 3:9 (ESV) 

2. God holds back judgement for the last one to repent 
● Ezekiel 18:32 (ESV) 

3. Keep on witnessing even in the midst of strong opposition
